Over the past 5 years, numerous emergency respgeseies from around Sheboygan County have been
requesting County Committees to develop an ordi@angolicy for better signage of the uniform rural
numbering system. The Law Committee of the Shebomunty Board of Supervisors has put together a
small Ad-Hoc committee to develop a proposal omgirag the current required signage. The Ad-Hoc
Committee has met once and they would like towrsstophave a chance to comment on the proposal.

Currently, the county requires that any site raggian address post, or mount to the buildingt @fe
white tiles with black lettering parallel to theach The committee is recommending that rural axdre
signage be changed to a two-sided flag style signynted within 10 feet of the right-of-way. (seetpies
on last page)

You may be familiar with the new style as all olheladu Lac County, townships in Manitowoc and
Ozaukee County have already made the switch. B Of Scott and Town of Mitchell have also made
this type off signage available in addition to therent white tiles.

The county is responsible for the ordinance reqdatural addressing, but if a change were to tdkee

it would require the assistance of the townshipsigement the change. During these times of fisca
challenges we are considering an approximate 5plaarto implement the change. During the fivergea
having either the existing white tiles or the ndagfsignage would be allowed. To facilitate tharue all
new construction would require the new style ohaige. We all also like to see the new signage be a
requirement of any building permit issued, inclydthose for remodeling or maintenance, to furtipees
the process along.
